JOB DESCRIPTION / DUTIES
· Reports to the Barge master / stability section leader of any conflicting priorities in tasks brought before them by various work groups.

operate cranes and deck operations and ensure these operations are carried out in a safe and efficient manner.

· Provide Roustabouts/Crane operators with relevant instructions for current and forthcoming operations.

· Ensure pre job meeting is done prior to all non-routine deck operations.

· Ensure all cranes and deck operations such as running casing, picking up or laying down tubular, placement of equipment and supplies, et cetera.

· Coordinate supply boat traffic, particularly during loading and unloading materials with the supervision of the Barge Master/ Stability Section Leader
· Check lifted loads for clearance, obstructions in movement, balance, and proper attachment.

 
Maintain the replacement or installation of mooring lines and bulk fill up hoses.

· Ensure a clean and organized main deck and pipe deck

· Ensure all Lift Plans are completed correctly and signed off on completion

· Ensure generic Lift Plans are systematically reviewed.

· Ensure the lifting equipment register is properly maintained and up to date.

· Manage change effectively through participation in the Hazard Management, Stop work and / or corrective action procedures.

· Prepare handover reports for incoming deck pusher and relief and advice the latter verbally of Current, past and impending operations.

· Complete and submit reports, logs, records and notes in accordance to procedures and instructions.

· Ensure that Crane Operators/ Assistant crane operators are being trained in main cranes, knuckle boom and  gantry cranes.

· Ensure that only marked certified and suitable slings, wire, shackles, blocks and hooks are used and available for use for lifting purposes.

· Taking active leading role in safety meetings, tool box meetings and safety drills. 

· Carrying out preventive maintenance on cranes and associated wire lines, operate air hoist, 

hydraulic hoist, forklift, chain hoist & other cargo handling gear to pick up and move tubular
      and other heavy equipment.
· Backload and offload rig equipment (e.g.) tubular, third party equipment, cutting skips, mini containers, from supply vessel to rig.

· supervises transfer of equipment in and out of the drill floor at any point in time as needed by  tool pusher.

      Prepare cargo backload manifest to be sign by the company representative with the consent the

· Supervise proper crane maintenance (change of crane wire, greasing of nipples, wire

measurement, according to weekly and monthly pre-maintenance basis)

· Performs helicopter landing operations (H.L.O) during helicopter operation on helideck.

· Perform personnel transfer with Billy Pugh basket, having on life jacket in and out of the rig to supply vessel.

CRANE MAINTENANCE ROUTINE / PRE OPERATIONAL INSPECTIONS
*
Check for and eliminate spillage of flammable materials, including engine water, oil, fuel level and air cleaner.

*
Check oil level in Boom, whip, main winches, screw gear boxes and hydraulic oil tank level.

*
Lubricate Boom foot pin bushings; check Boom pins, gantry leg pins for mixing or dislocated cotter pins and retention bares.

* 
Check all fluid levels of the prime mover, control mechanism, including brakes for proper operations and leakage or damage in air and hydraulic systems.

* 
Check oil level of brake cylinder lub pots full when brake is applied; including triple drive gearbox oil level.

* 
Confirm full function test on mipeg load indicator, check Boom upper and lower limits operation including anti two block function on whip and main blocks. 

*
Check for correct spooling of wires on all drums, visual inspections of all ladders and walk ways.

*
Check swing Boom, Hoist control handles for adjustment and for proper cantering when released including air regulator to see it is in proper operating range.

* 
Operate emergency brake set to assure its operation, engage clutch and allow hydraulic oil to warm up @ idle speed, observe charge pressures to see if they are in proper operating range, 700/750psi   ( 48.3/51.7Bar).

* 
Observe the triple pump drive loop oil gauge to see if it is in the proper operating range 95 / 100 psi (6.6/6.9 Bar), drain moisture from air receiver and check all brake off indicators to assure is in proper range.

* 
Observe condition of pump suction line filter at engine speed of 2,100 RPM, check for leaking or deterioration of components in hydraulic and pneumatic systems.

* 
Ensure correct wire spooling on the drum and wedge socket terminations on the boom, main block, and whip line block are in good conditions. 

* 
Thoroughly inspect each wire rope and pendant line for deterioration such as; reduction of wire rope diameter, broken or worn out wires, corroded and cracked end connections and severe kinking, crushing and unstranding wires.

*
Lubricate and inspection of swing bearings and swing pinion, air throttle actuator, radiator fan sheaves bearing, and turbocharger.

* 
Lubricate and inspection of Lock pawl pin, gantry sheaves, roller sheaves bearings, floating block sheaves, turn sheaves, extensions sheaves, load block sheaves and swivel, overhaul ball.
* 
Ensure that swing gear and pinion teeth are kept coated with either “JET LUBE” or “KOPR-KOTE” or its equivalent.

* 
Check oil level of all shaft assemblies, swing gear housing, triple pump drive and air line lubricator oil level are in proper condition.
