CRANE DUTIES PERFORMED  


& DECK OPERATIONS
· Handling personnel by basket, work basket, Cargo offloading and back loading.
· Properly understand, offloading and back loading distribution of Cargo on deck.

· General crane maintenance like house keeping, wire rope changing, maintaining good co-ordination with crew and stressing on having a think plan for every jobs.
· Relieve crane operator during meals or when directed.
· Assist crane operator during the servicing of the crane.
· Carry out safe and proper slinging of loads lifted and moved by deck cranes and other lifting equipment directed by the crane operator/Roustabout foreman.
· Safe handling load during lifting operations.
· Bank crane using correct signals and commands.
· Organize deck under direction of Deck foreman.
· Maintain deck and land areas in a clean and tidy conditions.
· Maintenance work/painting as directed by Deck foreman/Tool pusher.
· Relieve roughnecks on rig floor operations during meals or when directed.
· Connect sections of pipe for the well.

· Attend pre-tour, post tour, and special operations and weekly safety meetings 
· Return all equipment to its proper storage location and make ready for use again or replace if necessary.
· Keep the paint locker neat and orderly, ensure all containers are sealed, and all combustible materials are properly stored.
· Report any incidents, potential hazards or abnormal situations to the deck supervisor
· Flag crane operator during lifts; install taglines to prevent accidents or damage.
· Participate in training both onshore and offshore.

· Cleaning, chipping and maintaining the rig.

· Assist to maintain accurate crane, wireline and lifting and hoisting equipment records.
· Assists the crane operator in keeping the & Idquo; V-door & rdquo; supplied with mud operations (mixing and mud treatment) as directed.
· Assist the welder as needed.
· Assists in offloading, measuring and labeling of drilling tabular.

· Assist on the helideck during helicopter operations.

· Weekly monthly servicing, oil, fuel filter change, crane rope-change, greasing, cleaning and Re-fueling
