ASSISTANT CRANE OPERATOR:
1. BASIC FUNCTION
· Carry out cargo handling duties, general cleaning, maintenance, and other manual labour as assigned or directed.
· To stand in for the crane operator when necessary.
· To serve the rig floor and other in board operations.
· To help the crane operator in ensuring the roustabouts carry out their responsibilities.
· Occasionally, as the need arises, assist the crane operator to offload and backload supply boat.
· Being able to give a satisfactory account of each crew member at any given time while on duty.
· To ensure that the lifting gears being used are inspected the correct tonnage, size, current colour code for the particular task.
